PREVENT VEHICLE THEFT
Get a hidden kill switch.
Thieves don’t like them because they can’t find them!  $15-$125;
installed in automotive electric shops

Other ways to deter thieves:
• Use a brake pedal lock • Always lock your doors
• Park in a secure garage or • NEVER leave your keys in the
   gated area when possible    ignition, even for a minute!

PREVENT VEHICLE BURGLARY
NEVER leave valuables in view, even if your car is locked!!
• Purses and wallets • Cell phones • CDs
• Briefcases/backpacks • Sports equipment • Cameras
• Money/credit cards • Computers • Clothing

Other ways to deter thieves from breaking into your car:
• Always lock your car. • Park in well-lit areas. • Install an audible alarm.
• Completely close car windows. • Park in attended lots. • Avoid parking between large vehicles.
• Take out removable radios/face plates.
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
